“For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that 

whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.” 

John 3:16 (NIV)

1.  Jesus is the ultimate expression of the _________________. 
 

“This is how much God loved the world; He gave His one and only Son.  

And this is why: so that no one need be destroyed; by believing in Him, 

anyone can have a whole and lasting life.” 

John 3:16 (The Message)
But God demonstrates His own love for us in this:  While we were still 

sinners, Christ died for us. 

Romans 5:8 (NIV)
This is how we know what love is:  Jesus Christ laid down His life for us.  

And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers.
